Attention 8th Grade Students/Parents:  Registrations are currently being accepted for the summer session of the “Testing Out” Program at Airport High School.  A student may attempt to receive credit for any high school course by completing the requirements of the Testing Out program for that subject area with a 78% or higher.  Any student scoring lower than a 78% will not receive credit through this program.  Credit earned through Testing Out counts toward graduation requirements, but not toward the student’s grade point average.

In addition, the Computer Applications test taken by the 8th graders at the end the computer course is considered an attempt to test out of Computer Applications at the high school during the summer session.  The next available time to attempt this test will be in January 2013.  Please also understand that Computer Applications is now considered an elective at the high school, NOT a graduation requirement as in the past.

Completed registrations may also be returned to her there or left for her in either the office at Wagar or the office at the High School.  They will be accepted until Friday May 18.  Late registrations cannot be accepted so that our staff has time to adequately prepare for the session.
